Viticulture
Grapes grown by Sarah Gough of the Box Grove vineyard. She uses her own compost 
and focuses on well aerated canopy to reduce the need for sulphur and copper.

Yield
1.8 tonnes/acre

Vinification
Gentle whole bunch pressing, seven day fermentation in stainless steel at 20
degrees before rapid chilling to preserve natural sugars for bottling condition.

Ageing
6 months in bottle prior to release.
